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" From Paul, Silvanus, and Timothy;
To the church of the Thessalonians in God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ.
? Grace and peace to you from God the Father and the Lord Jesus Christ.

’ We ought always to give thanks to God for you, brothers, and rightly so, because
your faith is growing abundantly, and the love of each one of you for one another
is also increasing.

* Therefore we ourselves boast about you in the churches of God for your
endurance and faith in all your persecutions and afflictions which you are
undergoing.

> This is the evidence of the righteous judgment of God; to the end that you may
be counted worthy of the kingdom of God, for which you also suffer.

6 For it is right for God to repay with affliction those who afflict you,

® With flaming fire he will inflict vengeance on those who do not know God, and
do not obey the gospel of our Lord Jesus.

? They will suffer the punishment of eternal destruction away from the face of the
Lord and from the glory of his might.

' When he comes on that day, he will be glorified among his saints, and admired
by all those who have believed, indeed you did believe our testimony to you.

""" To this end we pray for you always, that our God may make you worthy of his
calling, and fulfill every good desire and work of faith, with power,

® Then the lawless one will be revealed, whom the Lord Jesus will destroy with the
breath of his mouth, and bring him to nothing by the splendor of his coming.

? The coming of the lawless one will be by the working of Satan with all power,
signs and lying wonders and

1% with every kind of wicked deception deceiving those who perish; because they
refused to love the truth and so be saved.

" Consequently God sends them a strong delusion, that they will believe a lie.
'2.S0 all who have not believed the truth, but enjoy evil will be condemned.

"> But we ought always to give thanks to God for you, brothers, loved by the Lord,
because God chose you from the beginning for salvation through the sanctifying
work of the Spirit and belief in the truth.

'* To this he called you through our gospel, so you might share in the glory of our
Lord Jesus Christ.

!9 For even when we were with you, we commanded you, “If anyone will not work, he
should not eat.”

" For we hear of some of you are walking in idleness, refusing to work, yet are
busybodies.

"2 Now such people we command and urge in the Lord Jesus Christ, that they work
quietly and make their own living.

' But you, brothers, do not be weary in doing what is right.

' If anyone does not obey our word by this letter, take note of that person, do not
associate with him, in order that he may be ashamed.

"> Do not regard him as an enemy, but admonish him as a brother.
